Sisters and brothers: 



  
Since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, I believed, therefore I 
spoke, we too believe and therefore we speak, 
knowing that the one who raised Christ Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and place us with you 
in his presence. 
 
Everything indeed is for you, so that the grace bestowed in abundance on more and more 
people may cause the thanksgiving to overflow for the glory of God. 
 
Therefore, we are not discouraged; 
rather, although our outer self is wasting away, 
our inner self is being renewed day by day.

A reading from the Gospel according to Mark 

 
Jesus came home with his disciples. Again the crowd gathered, making it impossible for them 
even to eat. When his relatives heard of this they set out to seize him, for they said, "He is out 
of his mind." 
 
The scribes who had come from Jerusalem said, "He is possessed by Beelzebul," and "By the 
prince of demons he drives out demons." 
 
Summoning them, he began to speak to them in parables, "How can Satan drive out Satan? If a 
kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. And if a house is divided against 
itself, that house will not be able to stand. And if Satan has risen up against himself 
and is divided, he cannot stand; that is the end of him. 



 
But no one can enter a strong person's house to plunder the property unless the robber first 
ties up this strong person. Then the robber can plunder the house. 
 
Amen, I say to you, all sins and all blasphemies that people utter will be 
forgiven them. But whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit will never have forgiveness, but 
is guilty of an everlasting sin."
